Create a Welcoming Environment 

Learn about your ELL student- (country of origin, has there been trauma?, educational background 

or experiences, screening level, test scores) 

Partner ELL with another student for a personal connection (classroom procedures) 

Find ways to communicate (visuals, translations, kinesthetic learning) 

Role – play instructions- use manipulatives 

Track what the child can do – use this for grading- not what the child can’t do. 

Learn the alphabet 

Learn Fry Words 

Use ELL apps on ClassLink (Duolingo for English, Glossaries, ELL Activities)
