Architect Services, Continuing Contract 

For many years, the Board has approved and the District has successfully utilized a Continuing 
Contract for quickly distributing and completing projects under $2 million dollars to construction 
managers at risk. The Maintenance and Operations Department desires access to this same 
method for quickly processing architectural service projects under $2 million dollars. Section 
287.055, Florida Statute, specifies such a method. Thus, we issued a Request for Qualifications 
(RFQual) that was nationally broadcast. 

The purpose of this RFQual was to select the most qualified architectural firms on a continuing 
basis for projects under $2 million dollars. 

From the 10 architectural firms submitting Qualification packages, the District's evaluation team 
short-listed four firms and determined the following firms, listed in rank order (#1 is highest 
ranked) offered the best value per the evaluation criteria set forth in the RFQual. 

1. Harvard Jolley, Inc. 
2. RG Architects, PA 
3. Fawley Bryant Architects, Inc. 
4. Parker Mudgett Smith Architects, Inc. 

Recommendation 
Based upon this evaluation mentioned above, the Directors of Purchasing and Maintenance & 
Operations request the Board's approval to negotiate and enter into a contract, after School 
Board Attorney review, with the most qualified firms that will accept a compensation which the 
District determines fair, competitive and reasonable per Section 287.055(5), Florida Statutes.
